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The Holy Spirit in Romans - Part 3 of 4 -

The presence of the Holy Spirit assures the obedient Christian that Christ abides in
them. The gift of the Holy Spirit is the secret of true spirituality and effective service to God.
Paul stresses the importance of the Spirit as a witness to salvation (Romans 8:16). This is also
seen in I John 3:24, I John 4:13, and I John 5:6).

Notice that it says that Christians can call Him “Abba, Father” (Romans 8:15). “Abba” is,
of course, the Aramaic word for Father. It should be noted that the Aramaic and Hebrew
languages were very similar and these are the languages in which the Old Testament was
written. To address God by this name shows the most intimate relationship with Him because
it is like calling Him “daddy.”

If a person does not have the Spirit of God then they are not His (Romans 8:9). So if a
person wants to belong to Him and have His Spirit they must follow God’s will. If these steps
have been followed, and if they live faithfully, then they are worthy to be called His children
and they will be rewarded (Revelation 2:10). Those who are not children of God will not
inherit the kingdom of heaven (Matthew 7:21ff).

By “bearing witness” with the Christian’s spirit one of the great mysteries can be seen
concerning a ministry of the Spirit and sonship (Romans 8:16). This is an affirmation of the
intimate fellowship between the Christian and God. Those who commune with God the Holy
Spirit will find comfort in the assurance of God’s gracious fatherhood for them.

The Holy Spirit is essential to ultimate glory (Romans 8:17). Christians are “heirs of God”
if they “are His children” (Romans 8:17). This is seen in Galatians 3:29, Ephesians 3:1-
7, Titus 3:7, Hebrews 6:17, 11:9, James 2:5, I Peter 2:9, 3:7, etc. As the child is heir to the
parents, Christians are heirs of God. Because of this they are united with Christ and shall share
the wonder of eternal life with God. The Spirit of God is essential to ultimate glory because it
